Cost Inquiries

(1) If your dog is at least 91 days old, you must register the dog with the mayor and receive a dog license tag within 30 days of the day 
that your ownership of the dog began.

(2) Your dog must be vaccinated against rabies once a year. Furthermore, you must submit a vaccination certificate issued by a veterinarian 
to the mayor and receive a vaccination tag.

(3) You must make sure that the dog license tag and vaccination tag that were issued by the mayor are worn by your dog at all times.

If you are a dog owner, you must comply with the following items in accordance with the 
Rabies Prevention Act.

Ota City will hold the “2021 Community Rabies Vaccination” program.

Important requests to all dog owners!

• Be sure that your dog wears its dog license tag and vaccination tag.

• Always clean up after your dog responsibly.

• Have your dog relieve itself before going on a walk.

• Keep your dog securely on a leash whenever you are outdoors.

• Keep your dog securely on a leash whenever you are in a public park.

• Keep your dog out of children’s parks and playgrounds.

• If your dog bites someone, you must report the bite to a Public Health Center.

• Keep a store of necessary dog supplies on hand in preparation for a disaster 
or other emergency.

If you join your company’s health insurance scheme or move out of Ota City, be sure to provide notification that you will leave the Ota City 
National Health Insurance program and return the insurance card that Ota City issued to you.
Joining your employer’s health insurance scheme or moving out of Ota City will cause you to lose your eligibility for the Ota City National 
Health Insurance program from the date that you joined the other scheme or moved. Consequently, you may no longer use the insurance 
card for the Ota City program. 
If you visit a medical facility using the Ota City program’s insurance card without eligibility, you will be required to return the portion of 
the medical expenses that were covered by Ota City (between 70% and 80% of the total medical expense) and personally make a claim for 
that portion with your new health insurance scheme.
If you will visit a medical facility before your new insurance card is issued, please consult with the health insurance scheme that is processing 
your card and notify the medical facility that your card is still being processed.

Your household produces waste and recyclables every day. But think for a moment. Is it possible you are sorting it incorrectly, even though 
your intentions are good? Or are you sorting it with only a vague idea of the correct way?
Let’s look at some typical examples of waste sorting that is often done incorrectly. Please take a moment to reexamine how you sort and 
dispose of waste and recyclables.

A little attention to your disposal of trash and recyclables will help 
keep your neighborhood clean and reduce garbage. Please see Ota 
City’s pamphlet titled “How to dispose and separate your waste and 
recyclable waste” if you have questions about the sorting and disposal 
of items not mentioned above. 
“How to dispose and separate your waste and recyclable waste” is also 
available in six foreign languages (English, Chinese, Korean, Tagalog, 
Nepali, and Vietnamese).

In general, an item measuring 30 cm or more on a side is 
considered bulky waste. It is still considered bulky waste 
even if you break it apart or put it into a bag.

Among recyclables, bottles cause a particularly large amount of confusion.
A bottle’s disposal method is determined by the substances (both 
type and amount) that are on it.

Juice bottles, etc. Bottles for cosmetics, cooking 
oil, etc.
