Notice concerning the Notification of Current Status 
for Child Allowance and Regular June Payment

Regarding Resident Tax Payments

Remember to Submit a Status of Residence 
Application for Your Newborn Baby!
If you have a baby in Japan and either of the following applies, you must submit an 
application to acquire status of residence for your baby at the Tokyo Regional Immigration 
Bureau within 30 days of his or her birth date.

•	Your baby’s nationality is not Japanese
•	Your baby will stay in Japan for 60 or more days after birth

Child allowance recipients are normally required to submit a “notification of current situation” each June to continue receiving the 
allowance. However, this is no longer necessary when Ota City can verify a recipient’s situation from official records. (Recipients 
who must submit a notification of current situation will receive the form in the mail).

The payment for the February-May period of 2022 will be deposited on June 9.
Child allowance (for person whose income is below the income limit)

Special allowance (for person whose income meets or exceeds the income limit)
No age classification (flat rate): 5,000 yen/month

The first payment of the inhabitant tax (special city inhabitant tax and metropolitan 
inhabitant tax) is due on June 30.
Please be sure to make your payment by the due date. The second payment will be due 
on August 31. Mark your calendar so you don’t forget! Visit the Ota City website if you 
have questions about tax payments.

Issuance of Tax Certificates for FY2022

Ota City’s Educational Consultation Office

Ota City can issue certificates of taxation (or non-taxation) and payment of inhabitant tax (special city inhabitant 
tax and metropolitan inhabitant tax) to those who request them.
People eligible to receive a tax certificate for the new fiscal year (as proof of income during FY2021) are those who filed a tax return and 
lived in Ota City on January 1, 2022.

The Educational Consultation Office is ready to help you with worries about your child's 
education, including:

•	 Concerns about your child’s education, personality, or behavior, as well as developmental disorders

•	 Concerns about your child’s daily life, such as bullying or relationships with friends, as well as anxieties 
regarding his or her studies or academic path

●  COVID-19 vaccinations
Ota City is providing COVID-19 vaccinations.

[Persons eligible for 1st or 2nd dose]

•	 Those desiring to be vaccinated who are residents of Ota City 
and at least five years old

[Persons eligible for 3rd dose]

•	 Those desiring to be vaccinated who are residents of Ota City, 
have received the 1st and 2nd dose, and are at least 12 years old

●  About COVID-19 vaccination certification
The Certificate of Vaccination for COVID-19 that is 
attached to your vaccination ticket can be used in Japan 
as proof that you were vaccinated. For this reason, we 
recommend that you keep your vaccination ticket in a 
safe place even after you have been vaccinated.
Please note that the “vaccine passport” is a certificate that 
is issued separately from the Certificate of Vaccination.
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
